this case?" 

 

The normally modest and retiring 

professor replied quietly, "I am the 

greatest living expert on the subject 

under discussion." Later a friend well 

acquainted with Rowland's disposition 

expressed surprise at the professor's un-

characteristic answer. Rowland answered, "Well, 

what did you expect me to do? I was under oath." 

 

It was John Riskin who said, "I believe the first test of a truly 

great man is his humility. I do not mean by humility, doubt of his own power, or 

hesitation in speaking his opinion. But really great men have a ... feeling that the 

greatness is not in them but through them; that they could not do or be anything 

else than God made them." 

 

This summer we will be journeying through the book of Philippians during our 

Sunday morning worship services. Many understand that this book’s main theme 

is JOY. In fact the joy that is expressed in this letter is experienced by the Apos-

tle Paul in the midst of very difficult circumstances in life—Paul writes this let-

ter while he is in prison! However, he seems to have an inexhaustible resource to 

draw upon. As we unfold this short letter to the Philippian church we discover 

suprisingly that the main source of joy is found when we follow Jesus in his hu-

mility.

Neighborhood Harvest 
Have you heard of Neighborhood harvest of 

Salem?  They connect neighbors through 

community harvests.   

Neighborhood Harvest of Salem invites us to 

join them in harvesting unused fruit from our 

backyards, sharing the bounty with families 

who are hungry, and taking home free pro-

duce, grown right here.  They are a project of 

the Friends of Salem Saturday Market and 

linked to the Marion-Polk Food Share 

through donations of produce. 
 

How it works: The basic idea is simple—

home owners register trees, vines or berry 

bushes that produce more fresh fruit than 

they can use.  Volunteers join harvest parties 

to gather the fruit that might otherwise drop 

to the ground.  They deliver half of each har-

vest to neighborhood food pantries affiliated 

with the Food Share, and harvesters take 

home the other half for their own pantries.
